


Q Even with my Award Package, there is still a gap to be filled
for books, supplies and living expenses.What do I do?

A If you find yourself with a funding gap, you have several
options. Some families will use one, or many, of these
options, depending on their specific financial situation:

1) Tuition Payment Plan- This plan provides families with
the ability to make monthly payments directly to the
college, interest-free. This option is helpful to students
and families who are able to manage additional monthly
costs and would like to spread these costs throughout
the year. The financial aid office will have details about
its payment plan.

2) Direct Parent Plus Loan-This loan is in the parent's name
for the benefit of the student. A parent can apply for the
amount needed to cover the gap between the cost of
attendance and any financial aid awarded. Parents now
have the option of deferring payment on PLUS loans
until 6 months after the student ceases to be enrolled in school at least half-time. If your parents are divorced,
both parents may apply for a parent PLUS loan for you; it does not necessarily need to be the parent who filed
the FAFSA with you. Visit Student Aid on the web to apply.

3) Private or Alternative Loans- Private banks and companies offer these loans to the student. Because this loan is
made in the student's name it usually offers the benefit of deferred payments while the student is in school.
Parents and students should know that because of current economic conditions private loans might be more
difficult to find and may have stricter underwriting guidelines. Consider visiting www.simpletuition.com or
asking your Financial Aid Office to identify private loan options. When evaluating these loans, here are some
features to consider:

* Co-Borrower (Is a Co-Borrower required? Do they evaluate the Co-Borrower based on his or her
debt-to-income ratio or credit history?)

* Fees
* Repayment Options (When does repayment begin? Does interest accrue while the student is in school?)
* Interest Rate (Fixed or Variable? Which financial index is it tied to - LIBOR, Prime?)

Q * Annual Limits (How do they determine the amount you can borrow?)

A Why should I attend summer orientation?

Summer orientation is more than an introduction to the college of your choice; it’s a starting point to the next two to
four years of your educational experience. Orientation usually includes events to meet campus staff, attend
presentations on academic life and discussions on financial aid, and perhaps take placement exams for different
subject areas. It’s also a chance to meet new classmates and perhaps to even find a potential roommate, get your
student ID card, learn where the dining commons are, and to begin getting comfortable with where you will be
living in the fall.

Worried about talking with your parents about money? Don't be. You may be surprised to learn that parents
have the most influence on the way teens save and spend, according to a new poll by the Northwestern Mutual
Foundation's financial literacy website. The poll asked teens to choose who had the biggest influence on the
way that they saved or spent money. In a landslide, seven out of ten kids aged 17 and younger said "parents"
swayed their actions the most, outpacing "friends" (16%), "TV, magazines, books, radio or celebrities" (14%),
and "teachers" (1%).

List of "Green Colleges'" Released by Princeton Review

Last month, the Princeton Review and U.S. Green Building Council released the "Princeton Review's Guide to 286
Green Colleges". This guide was published in response to a 2009 survey of nearly 16,000 college applicants and
their parents in which 66% of those surveyed said they "would value having information about a college's
commitment to the environment."

Becoming "greener" is an increasing priority for today's environmental climate. Both parents and students are
thinking about the ecological responsibility of the colleges they are considering, and these 286 schools have and
should be commended for taking the steps necessary towards a greener future.

Some of you may be wondering what the significance of going green is. Ultimately, such a move is cost and energy-
efficient for these schools, which could eventually lead to a deduction from their operating budgets. Perhaps tuition
rates won't need to climb to record levels!

New é’cﬁO/am'ﬁip for the Childven of Fallen Service Members

The children of military personnel who died in the line of duty since Sept. 11, 2001 can apply for an educational
scholarship similar to the new Post-9/11 GI Bill. The scholarship, which is administered by the Department of
Veterans Affairs(VA), is named after Marine Gunnery Sergeant John David Fry, 28, a Texas native who died in Iraq in
2006 while disarming an explosive. He was survived by three young children.

VA estimates nearly 1,500 children will receive benefits under the Fry Scholarship Program in 2010. Recipients
generally have 15 years to use their benefits, beginning on their 18" birthday.

Eligible children attending institutions of higher learning may receive payments to cover their tuition and fees up to
the highest amounts charged to public, in-state students at undergraduate institutions in each state. A monthly
housing allowance and stipend for books and supplies are also paid under this program.

VA begins accepting applications for the Fry scholarship on May 1, 2010. For more information or assistance
applying, call toll-free 1-888-GIBILL-1 (1-888-442-4551), or visit the VA GI Bill website at www.gibill.va.gov.
